Description of Course

In criminal cases forensic scientists are often involved in the search for and examination of physical traces which might be useful for establishing or excluding an association between someone suspected of committing a crime and the scene of the crime.   Many different sciences are used during the forensic science process such as physics, chemistry, biology, genetics, and criminal justice to process crime scene evidence.  This course will emphasize the use lab techniques from these disciplines to process crime scene evidence and solve a variety of cases.
