	Children:

Programs work with children to ease the move to kindergarten by building activities into the classroom experiences – i.e., field trips to schools, kindergarten teachers visiting the preschool classroom and reviewing the school routine.  Programs support children’s use of language and self-help skills.
Describe how your program works with children:

Teachers use read alouds depicting kindergarten scenarios, class discussions, and social story books to ease and familiarize children with transition
Field trips to kindergarten classrooms in where child will transition to elementary school include bus ride, building tours, introduction to kindergarten staff, office staff, and special area teachers

Each child is provided a Starting School activity booklet at registration 

Each child is given a book, Kindergarten Here I Come as a gift from the kindergarten teachers

	Families:

Programs work with families to help them help their children prepare for school – i.e., providing families with information about school registration, policies, and content standards for kindergarten.
Describe how your program works with families:
Registration information is distributed in hard copy, via email, on website, and community board

Registration is multiple days, with multiple times for family convenience

District tracks students who do not register on the first night, and phone calls are made to personally invite families to attend registration.

Booklets and check sheets are provide to families about kindergarten readiness and expectations
Suggested summer literacy activities and supplies are provided to each family
Pertinent information (child’s file) is forwarded to Central Office before registration

Home Visit conducted last month of school to discuss transition, and child readiness

Open House conducted first week of school



	School:

Programs reach out to kindergartens in the community –i.e., talking with kindergarten teachers about expectations, working together to align curriculum, sharing professional development and communicating with schools. 
Describe how your program works with elementary schools in the community:
Preschool and kindergarten teachers attend PD together biannually to discuss grade level needs (what to teach for kindergarten readiness)
Progress reports, test scores, and portfolio works are passed along to kindergarten teachers

Information cards including learning styles, family needs, personality needs,(i.e. shy)  motivators, child interests and student needs are developed and shared with kindergarten teachers
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
